Woulfart's career essentially took place from the
south of France. In particular, he set up his studio
in Cannes, then in Grasse, but his painting was
not confined to aregional audience. Very visible
on the Parisian map, he exhibitsregularly at the
Salon d'/Automne in Paris and his personal
exhibitions are hosted in prestigious galleries
such as the Galerie du Vieux Colombier, the
Galerie des Champs Elysées or the Galerie
Georges V. Hisworks are in the collections of the
Museum of Modern Art of the City of Paris. On
the world level, he exhibits in England as well as
in Canada and Florida. But heis particularly
attached to his audience in the south of France. he
likes to show hiswork in the warm light of the
south of France and regularly participates in the
biennial of Menton. Nice (the Negresco gallery
and the Palais de |la M éditerranée), Grasse,
Bordeaux, Antibes, Cannes are the venues for
solo exhibitions which are always favorably
received. His works are collected by the princely
