His engravings, preceded by numerous graphite
pencil drawings, sometimes enhanced with pen,
also adorned Souvenirs of the Exhibition of 1839,
then Souvenirs of the Exhibition of 1842.

In 1844, he undertook the illustration of hiswork
The Complete Works of King René for Count
Quatrebarbe. It seems that thiswas his last
important work in Angers. Always eager for new
trips, he went to the United States then took part
in the Carlist war in Spain.

He spent the last thirty years of hislifein
Mustapha, where he was mayor. He died aged 86
in 1887, in Tunis.
