December 2, 1867, she married Count Roger de
Martel de Janville and left Nancy for
Neuilly-Sur-Seine. She began publishing texts
from 1877 under the pseudonym Gyp. Although
friends with Anatole France, Gyp took a position
against Alfred Dreyfus, which did not prevent her
from receiving Marcel Proust in her living room.

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His works are marked by the anti-Semitism of
good French society of the time and exacerbated
by the Dreyfus affair. She welcomed into her
salon the most famous artists of her time such as
Robert de Montesquiou, Marcel Proust, Edgar
Degas, Maurice Barrés, Anatole France, Paul
Vaéry, Alphonse Daudet, Jean-Louis Forain,
Auguste Vimar, Lucien Corpechot and Edgar
Itches.
