(nearly 10 coats). Thistableisthereforein
impeccable structural and cosmetic condition.
The dlides accommodate the two fifty-centimeter
extensions, each diding smoothly, the metal
tenons inserting to the millimeter and the base,
which doubles to completely open the top, is
perfectly stable. The eight closing flaps are
present and functional. Here is a piece of
furniture in keeping with the times, practically
perfect after its restoration and in a precious
wood finish, all for a competitive price compared
to its low-end teak counterparts.
