On February 22, 1786, he had his

hallmark stamped with three crowned



fleur-de-lys, CG, for motto a small hammer with

two laurels and the two grains. The lid only has

the discharge punch for 1786 and a warranty

punch stamped later in the early 19th century (a

bearded man's head in an oval) and another punch

that is difficult to decipher
